A distinctive, upbeat cocktail of looping hooks and a compelling vocal narrative, ‘Skyline’ depicts the day in the life of a pair of lovers in New York.  The track stands alone as a sure- fire hit for radio playlists nationwide, but everything explodes into a plethora of vibrant colour through the accompanying video (produced and directed by Towa).  A mini romantic epic squashed into a filmatic nut-shell, the video quite literally sketches a tale of lovers searching for each other across the horizon of a New York skyline.  

‘Skyline’ is one of the most distinctive tracks on Tom’s debut album, which is why he hand- picked it for single release.  Linedancer Magazine’s recent review commented, “Skyline is a bold track on which Tom’s vocal is likened to Don Henley”. For those of you who aren’t yet familiar with Tom Tyler, this guy is one awesome talent who can pretty much do it all himself.  With a rich and robust life story behind him, full of fantastic journeys and tales from all corners of the globe, Tom carries an enviable wealth of experience and emotions that only the best of lyricists possess. From teaching refugee children in Thailand, and training to be a Priest, to working and studying in California and Washington DC, and working in the City of London, Tom’s one constant has been music. He has channeled these experiences into an incredible songwriting ability, combined with unique and ear-tempting vocals and his command of an array of instrumentals, Tom Tyler is impressive to say the least.  Throw in full musical production and the fact that Tom manages and markets himself almost single-handedly, and the result is unfathomable.

Tom’s debut album, ‘Silence’, is a sheer masterpiece of music.  Each track worthy of ‘single’ status and traversing a plethora of emotions, experiences and topics.  From the classical/rock fusion of, ‘Silence’, the delicate folk/rock delivered in ‘Home’, right through to the upbeat catchy melodies of, ‘This Life’ and of course, ‘Skyline’, Tom Tyler’s debut album is a life-time of ‘living’ shrink-wrapped into an impressive showcase of this artist’s extreme musical ability.
